
Beauty Therapy Level 2

This course is designed for 16-18 year olds.

The VTCT Level 2 NVQ Diploma in Beauty Therapy qualification will provide you with the knowledge and skills to access 
the beauty industry. 

Learners will develop their communication and customer service skills as well as practical and commercial skills, all of 
which are valued highly by employers.

Sector Overview

within the Hair & Beauty Sector.
The work environment can be varied in size, style and ambiance, from a cruise ship, through to small bespoke 
salons or luxury high end beauty salons and spas. A beauty therapist works independently or as part of a team 
supported by a manager.

Entry Requirements 
The entry requirements for this course are:

Hair & Beauty Level 1 qualification

4 GCSEs at grade 3 and above including English & maths

You will be required to attend an informal interview which may include completing an assessment based on 
your prior qualifications.

What will I study?

Practical assessments are undertaken on paying clients and must be completed in a commercially acceptable 
timescale.

Students will undertake 
independent learning, investigation and research and bring this to present and share in subsequent classes.

You will take part in trips and visits, such as Professional Beauty 
and Salon International. You will also have access to key employers that will deliver guest lectures to build 
your industry knowledge and create your future.
