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Childcare NCFE CACHE Level 1

The CACHE NCFE Level 1 Caring for Children qualification encourages an understanding of the knowledge and the skills
needed to care for young children. It covers children's growth, learning and development. There are also units to help
with self-development.

This qualification does not provide a licence to practice, it is designed to help learners progress onto a Level 2
qualification.

The course is scheduled over 3-4 days per week.

e Sector Overview
For the past five years, the Early Years Industry has benefited from falling unemployment and rising
disposable incomes, which has supported rising demand.
The industry is forecast to grow over the next five years in line with rising employment, which is set to stimulate
demand for industry services.
Additionally, as more households become eligible for free childcare and tax-free childcare schemes,
government expenditure on childcare is projected to rise in the coming years.

Amina progressed from Childcare Entry Level 3 to Caring for Children Level 1 when she was still new to the
country and had very little spoken English. Following this, she obtained a CACHE NCFE Diploma for the Early
Years Practitioner Level 2 and gained her licence to practice.
Last year, 52% of Childcare students progressed onto a positive external destination (employment or higher
education), and 48% progressed onto further study at Waltham Forest College.
